-Prayerfully and creatively prepare engaging lessons ahead of time

-Gather materials from resource areas as needed and prepare classroom ahead of time

-Greet each child and convey that you and Jesus love them

-Open and close each lesson with prayer

-Light the Christ candle each day and remind them what it means

-Read scripture from the Bible, not from curriculum; help them to understand it

-Take every opportunity to express your own faith with enthusiasm

-Encourage children to interact with each other and help them develop relationships

-Help children grasp ways to live and share their faith through care, service, and stewardship

-Always use gender-neutral language (may sometimes have to adapt curriculum content)

-Lead children from one place to another and ensure good behavior.  ~15 hrs/yr

-Set a good faith and behavior example

-Assist VBS Teachers as directed

-Anyone age 8th grade and up can be a Shepherd
